	The Town Council had recommended approval however the application had been refused by the Planning Authority due to the depth, width, and massing causing harm to the adjoining occupants including shading on the eastern side.

	Stella Maris, 93A Saxon Road - erection of new boundary fence
	Kirkley and Pakefield

	The Town Council had recommended approval however the application had been refused by the Planning Authority due loss of less developed and lower formed means of enclosure which erodes spacious character of site and street scene.
