92.  Welcome

The fire evacuation procedure and public right to report were explained and the meeting was welcomed.
93.  Apologies for absence
Apologies were received from Cllrs Taylor and Barnard and agreed (proposed by Cllr Parker, seconded by Cllr Pitts). Cllr Collecott was absent. 
94.  Declarations of Interests and Dispensations
The following declarations had previously been declared and agreed would stand for the term of this Council unless Councillors notified otherwise.

Cllr Coleby non-pecuniary interests in the Jack Rose Society and Lowestoft in Bloom.

Cllr Pearce a non-pecuniary interests in Heritage Open Days and the Jack Rose Society.
95.  Public Forum
An officer from the Marina Theatre presented their wish to hold events at Sparrows Nest, the first being a swing band in July. It was confirmed that an event application would need to be submitted to the Town Council and the Deputy Clerk provided details of the current licensing for events in Sparrows Nest and that a temporary events notice would need to be obtained for anything outside of this. 
96.  Accuracy of the minutes of 13 February 2020
        Accepted as accurate. Proposed by Cllr Parker; seconded by Cllr Pitts; all in favour.
97.  Events
97.1 Applications received for events on Town Council land were noted and it was confirmed those that had been granted had been done so with the clause the Town Council reserved the right to request cancellation of the event if appropriate due to any COVID-19 restrictions. 
97.2 Market - Cllr Pearce reported that the Most Easterly Community Group would like to organise a market at the end of April and would be promoting the event.  Further details would need to be supplied to the Council including insurance and risk assessment. It was also noted there were restrictions to the trading area at the Triangle Market and these could be confirmed to the Group. The Group has requested the Council consider re-positioning the noticeboard at the Market and this would be referred to AID for consideration. 
97.3 VE Day May 2020 - the Deputy Clerk outlined the plans which were now in place for commemorations to take place in Sparrows Nest on Friday 8 May. 
97.4 First Light Festival - a full application for the hire of Kensington Gardens had now been received and would be processed by the Deputy Clerk. 

97.5 Ammunition Bunker at Kensington Gardens - a request to hire this for the weekend of FL2 was considered. It was agreed to liaise with FL2 organisers if they had a requirement for the building and it was noted that the Licensing Officer had confirmed that the area outside of the bunker would to be permitted for use i.e. for tables and chairs. 

97.6 The Town Council’s Stand at Armed Forces Day on 27 June had been confirmed and arrangements for content and management would be an agenda item for the next meeting.

97.7 A public request for the Town Council to submit an application for Lowestoft to host National Armed Forces Day was supported by the Sub-Committee (proposed by Cllr Pearce, seconded by Cllr Coleby and unanimously agreed) and this would be progressed by the Clerk. 
97.8 It was noted that Heritage Open Days 2020 registration had opened and early consideration was given to events for September, including Battle of Britain Day. Cllr Pearce had been unable to attend the HOD taster day training event in Norwich but had requested the supporting literature.  Agenda further consideration at the next meeting. 
97.9 Dog Show in Sparrows Nest - it was agreed this would be considered further at the next meeting.

The Sub-Committee expressed a wish for the work of the committee to be supported by the   recruitment of the Events and Communications Officer and not replaced by.
